Dear Byrd,

As I emailed you earlier this week, I contacted you initially at the suggestion of Sarah Weinman. I’m interested in representation for Jack Wakes Up and the Jack Palms crime series, the second book of which I plan to start podcasting on June 3rd. 

By podcasting my work on my own site (www.sethharwood.com) and on Podiobooks.com, I've been able to put my work in front of almost 1,500 people. I’m creating and building an audience. Last month, my website had close to 2,000 unique visitors and 10,000 visits and this month I'm on track to do better. Though I have my MFA from Iowa in fiction writing, and have published over a dozen stories in literary journals, this is the first time I've truly reached a wide number of people.

On April 1st, fellow podcast novelist Scott Sigler released his second book Ancestor on Amazon.com and immediately reached #7 overall due to the support and buying power of his audience. He wound up selling 3,800 books in the first week alone, and this with a small press, Dragon Moon. He’s now signed a three-book deal with Crown. The real reward for me so far has been the recognition and support listeners both here and abroad. Based on Scott’s experience, I know that these fans can be converted into buyers for published versions of my work. Every podcast episode is a wonderful marketing opportunity, a forum for authors to make announcements and interact with fans before and after episodes. Scott and other authors have run promotions for my work on their episodes, and I’ve done the same for them. Though I’m eager to announce a print edition of Jack Wakes Up during my podcasts of Jack Palms II, I want to do this right. I look at writing as a career that I want to build with a strong foundation. 

I look forward to hearing from you. Enclosed, as requested, is the complete manuscript of Jack Wakes Up.
