Second Paper: The Short Stories
Rough Draft Due: Monday, July 17

Final Draft Due: Wednesday, July 19

Paper length: 2-4 pages

Looking at two or three stories, examine one or two themes and how it/they connect within the story. The key here is to examine the relationships and not just point out that you see a theme and site where it pops up. I want to see how you put the theme into your reading of the story, how you interpret the story with the theme as a focus. Feel free to get really deep into your specific ideas about the story and try to build a big thought from the compilation of your ideas. You can do this. Check every piece of evidence that you put down by asking, “What idea does this prove?” We’ll get a chance to talk in class about ideas, evidence, and levels of proof. I’ll be excited to see what you guys write, especially because there’ll be so much variation in the stories you’re discussing.

Homework for weekend: Read two to three stories that your group didn’t read for Weds. Choose these based on the presentations.

Write your rough draft. If you are not in class Monday, your paper grade will go down 2/3 of a grade (6.66 pts). If you come to class but do not have your rough draft, your paper grade will go down 1/3 of a grade (3.33 pts).
