Second Paper: The Short Stories

Paper length: 2-3 pages

1) Looking at at least two of the stories we’ve read, argue how one theme unlocks or explains the story on a deeper level than you see at a first read. Consider the characters, narration, and the conflict, resolution of the story. What I’m hoping you’ll examine is the relationships between your ideas and use your own thesis (big idea) about what you see going on in your stories.

2) Using at least two stories, argue for a broader view of the world by examining the experiences and different perspectives of at least three characters. How do the stories we’re reading make up a world, one bigger than Nor Cal and even the varying experiences you’ve had.

3) Look at the settings of at least two stories to argue how setting itself as a landscape has everything to do with what happens to the characters in a story and what themes the story covers.

Requirements: Your rough draft is due in class on Monday. If you are not in class Monday, your paper grade will go down 2/3 of a grade (6.66 pts). If you come to class but do not have your rough draft, your paper grade will go down 1/3 of a grade (3.33 pts).

On Monday we will have peer editing sessions in class. There will be stories to read over the weekend.
