Eng 93 Peer Review Worksheet
Summary and Response

First, take turns reading your essays out loud to one another. Do this after passing out your copies, so that others can follow along while you read. If you encounter a problem spot while you’re reading, just mark it to come back later.

Second, when everyone’s finished reading out loud, go back through each of your peers’ papers, taking time to read them again. Fill out this sheet as you do so.

Third, when each of you has finished filling out one sheet for each of your peers, pass them back along with the marked copies of each others’ drafts, and take time to read each others’ comments.
Fourth, talk about what you see in each others papers and what areas need work. Go over one paper at a time, letting the readers do most of the talking. Let the writer ask questions at the end. 

Summary: 1) C-Complete. Do the writer’s summaries cover all of the important points from both essays? Compare their summary to your main points list for a good confirmation. If not, what points is he/she missing?

2) Are the summaries Neutral? Does the writer keep his/her own opinions and ideas out of the summary? If not, where does this happen?

3) How many sentences are each of the summaries? Is this enough to cover the essay, or as much of it as appropriate?

4) If you hadn’t read either of the essays, what would you think they’re about from these summaries? How can this idea (these ideas) be improved?

Response: 1) Does the writer’s response have a clear thesis in the first paragraph? Is it an idea and a statement, not a question? State the writer’s thesis in your own words.

2) What are some of the points that the writer uses to support his/her thesis?

3) How are these supported with facts—either from the text or from the writer’s own experiences? What specific facts does the writer use for support? (List them.)

4) Point out where you think the writer is paraphrasing from the book. Quoting. Is the writer using proper MLA-format parenthetical citations?
