Final Paper: Cod, Analysis of Important Themes and Response

Answer one of the following questions using your reading in Cod by Mark Kurlansky. Use evidence from the text to support your answer. Be sure to write using a thesis, introduction, body paragraphs and a conclusion. Use standard formatting of 12 point font, double-spacing, and 1.25 inch margins. This paper should be at least two pages.

This will be your opportunity to put together all of the various skills we have worked on over the semester to respond to our full-length reading: Pre-writing, outlining, use of body paragraphs, argument strategies (using a thesis and ideas to support it, as well as evidence), clear thinking strategies, introduction, thesis, conclusion, evidence, quotes, paraphrasing… What else?

The Questions:

1) How can you link each of the revolutions described in Cod with one another? (These are political, social, economic, technological, and also political in the sense of setting limits and regulating the fishing industry to keep it alive.) Give details on the connections.

2) Political Revolution: how does one gain and control the people’s voice? How did the decision to revolt against the British come about? What were some of the main factors in this decision? (Including and in addition to cod.)

3) Technological revolution: how does cod’s story show something we can relate to our lives and our current use of technology. How did new technological advances in fishing effect the cod stocks? How does this technological revolution show an example of the familiar battle of man vs. nature? What was the outcome and why? How did man have to change to allow nature to survive?

4) Did Cod have a direct effect on this country’s economy both long term and in the time of colonization and independence? How did it? Give examples to support your response.

5) Given the struggle between cod stocks and technology, how did the political revolution of setting limits on fishing control the depopulation of cod and save fishing in the world? What changes did humans have to make to their own consumption to keep fishing alive? What other wars and struggles did this result in?
