2) Read Ch. 8 in Cod to answer the following questions: (by this point if you don’t know that I mean actively read a chapter or anything when I say to read it, then where have you been?)

You need to write out these answers and come ready to hand them in Monday

a) Why were the North American Fishermen slow to adopt steam engine technology?

b) What were some of the initial signs that trawling would be problematic to fishing stocks? 

c) Why were factory ships so significant? What technology did they combine?

d) Describe the ocean floor after a successful trawling mission. Why and how does this happen?

e) Define the following terms: trawlers, bottom dragger, otter trawl, scrod, rockhopper

On Monday we will have a quiz on chapters 7 and 8 in Cod.

3) Your summary: up to this point you have written a one-page summary of the first six chapters (Part One) of Cod. Now take a close look at what you’ve done, go over it using the checklists for revision from your book and the proofreading checklist that I handed out. On Monday I will collect your rough draft of this and your new draft, and I will want to see significant changes made in revision. 
4) Now take the same material and write a half-page summary of the first part of the book. (typed, to hand in)

To do this you will have to be even more selective about what the most important aspects of the section are. Consider the questions: What is Kurlansky’s thesis? Can you boil his main ideas down to the three biggest ones of the section? What are they? You will have to be very selective to do this. Ask yourself your own questions about what is most important that we’ve read in Part One. 

Imagine (but you don’t have to do this) rewriting your one-page summary into a two page summary. What else could you/would you include? Here you’re going the other way. This means you have to make some hard choices about what’s most important in what Kurlansky’s writing.
