One clustering web of your generated ideas and examples

AND: Use the ideas and thoughts you have generated in the above two exercises to construct a formal outline of this paper, including an intro with a thesis, and three body paragraphs, each with a topic sentence and some factual evidence or experience. [Do your best with this. Review your outlines of Ch. 3 and 4 to remember the outline format and look up outlines in the book if you need help. Mainly, keep in mind that each body paragraph needs a topic sentence that connects to your thesis.]

Look over a few of the narrative essays we’ve read at the end of this chapter (Angelou, Cisneros, Gansberg, Orwell) and think about how they’ve used their own experiences to tell a story AND illustrate a point.
