Paper Assignment: Answer the following question in a thoughtful, carefully-written, revised, and proofread two to three page paper. We will work on peer editing in class on April 25 and your final draft will be due May 2nd. Therefore, you will need to Bring three copies to class on the 25th. This must be a complete rough draft, with beginning, middle and end.

Using your own opinions and experience as well as the ideas and evidence presented in our readings for class, create your own thesis to argue for the merits, problems or otherwise with the most popular media in America. You must use evidence from the text and reference at least two of the essays from Chapter 7.

Pre-writing strategies suggested: brainstorming, clustering, freewriting, outlining

Revision strategies: Peer editing, revision checklist, read it out loud to yourself, ask someone to read it out loud to you, construct a new outline to see if the main ideas of your paragraphs line up.
