· Does each paragraph have an idea (that’s a full sentence)? Remember you can test for this by asking yourself, “Can it be argued?” and “Can it be proven?” Is it clear to you? If not, why not?

· Do each of the ideas connect to the writer’s thesis? 

· Have the transitions been considered? Does each paragraph have a clear transition to the next?
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
