***You will need a blue book for the final, available in the campus bookstore.***
The assignment: 

Choose two of the questions from the list below and collect research for your answers, begin prewriting between now and the final. During the time of the exam, you will be allowed to bring in one sheet of paper that you have marked with notes, quotes (evidence), and prewriting for your writing. Prepare these before the exam; I will collect these at the end. (You may use both sides.)

My suggestion is that you use your sheet for: collecting the evidence that you plan to use (quotes, paraphrases, maybe a few main points), and any pre-writing that you’ll need to draw from in your writing, including making an outline of your answer.

You will be allowed to bring your books in with you and use them during the final.

The Questions:

[Each of you must include Cuckoo’s Nest as one of the books you discuss in at least one of the questions you answer.]

You should write an argumentative response to each of the two questions you choose, including a thesis, supporting ideas, and evidence (in the form of quotes and summary) to support your answer. 

1) Savior Theme

Examine the savior themes and/or savior character(s) in at least three of the books we've read this semester. Consider the overall effects that the savior has on those around him/her and himself/herself. How does the savior end up at the end? What are the common threads, roles that you see?

2) Role of Titles 

Consider the role that titles played in at least three or four of the works we’ve read. Examine such questions as where and how does the title appear within the text of the work (does it?), the title’s relation to themes in the work, and how the title might open up the various meanings of the work. You may also come up with other questions about the title, such as how do the authors choose them? Is there a common method at work here? You may do this with stories or books or both.

3) Themes

Choose one or two of the themes that we have discussed at various times over the semester or lines of inquiry that we have opened and apply them/it to a few new texts that we have not examined with the certain theme. You may want to consult blackboard or your class notes for a list of the themes we’ve discussed.

4) Endings

Look at the endings of a few stories and a novel to examine how the authors we’ve read are using/writing their endings. What’s the writer’s sense about how a story (long or short) should end? What’s your sense? I’m interested in whether these stories fit with or go against what you expect in terms of endings and how.

***Extra Credit: Read the first 50 pages of Hollywood to answer and extra credit question that I will give you on the day of the final.***
