· Numbered pages

Guidelines for in-class writing
I won’t emphasize spelling or grammar. (Be as accurate as you can, though, without slowing yourself too much.) Simply use whatever triggering question or comment that I offer to begin writing, and then follow that writing wherever it takes you.


In-class writing should be fun, not burdensome. If you’re bored when you’re writing, it’s time to say something dramatic, unexpected, radical. Please don’t bore yourself—you can imagine how you’re reader will feel.
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
